If English is not your first language, we may require you to take a test confirming your level of English. Normally an IELTS score of 6 is the minimum required although this may vary depending on the programme requirements. If you have completed your education through the medium of English, you may not need to take this test. UWIC provides language support once students are enrolled.

Source of Funding: Please ensure that you have the necessary financial backing when applying. If you have a sponsor, please provide their name and address.

Disability & Other Requirements: Please indicate if you have a disability or other needs so that UWIC can assist you with any requirements that you may have.

If you are not in education you should ask a responsible person (not related to you) who knows you in a professional capacity, e.g. your employer, training officer, careers officer. We require you to have at least one referee who can vouch for your academic abilities, personality and suitability for the course you have applied for. Your referee should know you well enough to write about you and if you are suitable for a research degree.
